Serutube Outreach Centre: A new outreach Centre has been established in the village of Serutube, 

north of Rustenburg.  This will provide Home-based Care services to patients in this and surrounding 

villages.  Another similar type centre is currently being established in Photsaneng and will render full 

anti-retroviral therapy services to Photsaneng, Nkaneng, Zakele and other neighbouring villages.

Construction of on-site toilets: The toilets that were at the cr¯che, childrenôs aftercare 

centre and the clinic were in such a dilapidated state that they had to be dismantled and 
replaced.  New toilet structures were constructed that consisted of underground pits, 
cover slabs and neat and easy to clean top structures. At each set of toilets a hand 
washing facility was also built.  These facilities have dramatically improved the situation 
for both staff and patients.

Tapologo has also enjoyed many visitors during the past year, and we were able to accommodate 

them all in our new Public Relations and Boardroom that forms part of the Administration Centre.  

These visitors included the following groups: 

¶ 16 people from the Reformed Church in Clifton Park (New York) and 19 congregation 

members of the Reformed Church of Schenectady in America during July 2010. 

¶ A group of 16 Irish Volunteers from the Community Outreach Programme ï Serve (Dublin) 

arrived mid July and stayed till mid August. They assisted us with some much needed 

development and renovation work Serutube, Photsaneng, Nkaneng, Freedom Park and at 

Tapologo Centre. 

¶ In October 2010 another group of 38 Dutch Volunteers from the group: ñEye for Othersò 

(Holland) arrived for a two week stay to assist us with some childrenôs and development 

programmes. 

¶ In September we has a visit from 20 Gr 11 students from a school in London.  They were here 

to find out more about the impact that HIV and Aids was having the communities in the area.  

The PR room fulfilled its function so well.  Similarly, through the year we have had bus loads 

of employees from Sun International, Impala mines and Rainbow Chicken pay us a visit and 

we were able to host them in this space and share our knowledge and experience on HIV.
